RE:      IRS’s Response to Rothman Letters on Private Tax Collection and E&G Reorganization 
 

SUMMARY:  The IRS recently responded to a request by Representative Steve 
Rothman (D-NJ) to immediately halt further implementation of its plans to 
privatize tax collection and downsize the Estate and Gift (E&G) tax program. 
 

  
The IRS has formally responded to a request by Representative Steve Rothman (D-NJ) to 

delay implementation of plans to contract out the collection of tax debt and to cut by more than 
half the number of E&G tax attorneys at the agency until Congress has had a chance to 
thoroughly review the plans.  I have attached copies of the IRS’s letters of response for your 
review. 
 

You can be assured that NTEU will continue to monitor these two issues and will keep 
you apprised of any new developments.
